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  The Country Christian 

A few years ago, I was looking at the attendance sheets from one of our worship services during Lent.  Vanita 
Schramm had recorded her attendance and had written the date on the top of the page; beside the date she wrote, 
ñKeeping a holy Lent.ò  I was so moved by these words, not because they were new to me, but because someone remem-
bered this truth and took the time to acknowledge it.  The season of Lent is, indeed, meant to be a time that we keep 
and observe, not just so we will be able to say (brag?) that we did it, but so that we are more purposefully available to 
God and to his will. 

What do I mean by that?  When we think of Lent we think primarily about giving up something (something we 
really like, but donôt necessarily need).  If so, why?  Some in the Church think the observance of Lent should not be re-
quired of or recommended to Christians, because Lent is Law, not Grace.  I would argue that the exact opposite is true.  
Lent is a gift to the Church by the Church for the purpose of taking seriously the many calls in the Gospels (and in the 
New Testament as a whole) for deny ourselves, take up or cross (daily) and follow Jesus.  You might respond, ñYes, Pas-
tor, but as Christians, we are called to do that all the time.ò  Thatôs true, but do we?  Do we live purposefully and sacrifi-
cially for Christ, for the sake of the Gospel in the midst of a fallen and sinful world? 

Lent is given to us to help us slow down (maybe even stop for a while) and look at our lives in the light of the 
Gospel of the incarnate, crucified, risen and ascended Jesus.  It may mean asking ourselves some very hard questions. If 
so, it will require our willingness to hear the right and true answers, and not just what we want to hear.  The primary 
source of light and truth is the Scriptures, the Old and New Testaments.  Lent has always been a time of intense reading 
of and wrestling with Scripture, always in humility and with an openness to know the will of the Father more clearly.  
Lent gets us hungry for the redeeming, restoring, sanctifying and transforming work of Christ through the Holy Spirit.  
That is why fasting has always been a central feature of Lent. 

Fasting is usually associated with food: we give up eating and drinking for a time determined by each believer.  
That fasting is not meant to be a diet (something I do to lose weight); it is meant to remind us that ñone does not live on 
bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of Godò (Deuteronomy 8.3; quoted by Jesus during his 
temptation [Matthew 4.4; Luke 4.4, in part]).  It is not insignificant that Lent begins with the Gospel lesson about the 
temptation of Jesus. 

Each and every one of us has or takes moments in our lives when we seriously think about and reflect on how 
we live: what kind of husband/wife/father/mother/son/daughter/brother/sister we are; what kind of employee/boss/
neighbor we are.  And the truth is, we all have times when we say, ñI wish I could be a betteréò (fill in the blank), not in 
order to beat out someone else; but for the sake of integrity and faithfulness.  When we think about the Christian life, 
we cannot think of it as a contest either.  We are called to faithfulness and obedience.  When Jesus give what we know 
of as ñthe Great Commissionò, he sent out his followers to make disciples by baptizing them and teaching them to obey 
everything that I have commanded you (Matthew 28.19-20). 

As Lent begins (Ash Wednesday is 14 February), we have two 
services each Wednesday ï 3:30 and 6:00 ï and the communion service 
each Sunday morning.  Keeping a holy Lent does not have to be dismal 
and depressing; indeed, it must not be.  Lent celebrates the joy of Christôs 
love, forgiveness, reconciliation, healing, and wholeness in each life and 
in the body of Christ, the Church.  As we approach Lent, let us ask God 
to give us a hunger that only Christ can fill in his Word, his Spirit, his 
body and blood; a hunger and thirst for him that we must come to him so 
that he can ñsatisfy us every morning with his faithful loveò (Psalm 90.14).

Other congregations have asked 
about the system and have put it into their churches.

Why can't members volunteer to be on a committee versus having to be contacted by the Nominating Com-
mittee? 

Why do members who want to continue to serve on a committee have term limits?

A Motion was made by Shandra Zastrow to cut the cleaning fee in İ (from $50 to $25) 
for the Held use of the multi-purpose room, and for the Property Committee to update the rental contract, seconded by 
Jack Ewert.
